His Hands Free Clinic took root in Cedar Rapids in 1992.   
We have grown from a temporary location at the YMCA  

to a state-of-the-art clinic in the MedQuarter.  

Alex Trunnell joined His Hands Free Clinic 
in November of 2023. His role supports the 
clinic staff and volunteers. 

Alex’s corporate and personal experience,  
combined with time on the Board of 
Directors for Foundation 2 Crisis Services, 
provides him with a unique perspective.

Dr. Safo 
has made it possible to nearly double the 
amount of medical patients His Hands 
Clinic can see each week.

Medicine. She also provides Osteopathic 
Manipulative Medicine to patients who 
need it. 
Dr. Safo chose to offer her skills at His 
Hands because, “I feel privileged to be in 
a position to serve the community in a way 
that is very tangible and is truly loving our 
neighbors.”

Dawn Brouwers has been with His Hands 
for 9 years as the Executive Director. She’s 
now focusing her talents on fundraising 
as the Development Director. She’s con-
tinuing her work of promoting the clinic 
and helping fund its services.
As the organization grows, the need for 
funding grows with it. She is dedicated 
to making sure there is enough money to 
provide great care for those in need in our 
community.
